We aim to promote independence, safety, health and wellbeing and quality of life to people living in the community. 
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What do we do? 


We assess individual needs / problems and identify specific aims and goals. 


We then work closely with patients, carers and family members to achieve these. 


The team offers advice, education, and individually tailored treatment plans and interventions that can be completed / used within the home.


We will work towards achieving goals and then discharge from the service in a timely manner.

What is the Neighbourhood Care Service (NCS)?  


A community based multidisciplinary team working with adults registered with the Pocklington Group Practice. 


The team consists of district nurses, occupational therapists, specialist nurses, speech and language therapists, dieticians, physiotherapists and support workers; they work together to support people in the community. They offer a proactive and preventative approach to care promoting dignity and person centred care liaising with other agencies or services as appropriate. 


What do we offer? 


Support is given on an individual basis based on need. This may include:


Wound clinics for patients able to attend a clinic 


Specialist nursing assessments


End of life care


Home visits for housebound patients 


Community therapy assessment and treatment at home or in clinic


Intermediate care services at home


Access to three rehabilitation beds in a local care home to facilitate discharge from hospital or prevent admission to hospital


Musculoskeletal physiotherapy clinics
